[Browsing internet maps available there is general agreement related to the locations of the Dung gate, Fountain -
gate, Water gate, Horse gate, Inspection gate and Sheep gate but many alternative suggestions as to the location

of the Old gate and Valley gate. One map suggested the difference was related to the larger pre exile Jerusalem Sheep Gate
(Dotted blue) as opposed to the smaller post exile Jerusalem after he exiles returned (Dark Red) under Nehemiah Fish Gate e
ete. Either way | remain unsure as to which is correct.There is even less clarity related to the Ephraim gate and the — -

Gate of the Guard (not shown here). Regarding the latter, in my own text, the ‘guard” of Nehemiah 12 vs 39 is 1
presumed to be related to the ‘watchman’ of the sheep gate in John 10 vs 3. 7’
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
