• 50 AD - Paul preached the gospel 
in Philippi during his 2nd

missionary trip.

• Paul visited Philippi again during 
his 3rd missionary trip.

• 60 AD Paul wrote letter to the 
Philippians while under house 
arrest in Rome.

Letter to the Philippians
• Very warm and loving tone

• Contained no harsh rebuke

• Filled with expressions of love, 
thanksgiving, exhortations

prayer with joy, because of your 
partnership in the gospel from the 
first day until now.
